 The SBRC Researchers Database contains the 

citations from the principal investigators at the St. 

Boniface Research Centre and Asper Research Cen-

tre.    Updated biannually, the database is a con-

venient place to find out what published work has 

been done at the SBRC. We have created a folder 

of references and a times-cited analysis from 2005 

to the present for each principal investigator and 

will be updating this information regularly.  

 The citations were found by searching the Sco-

pus database.  Scopus is a multi-disciplinary ab-

stract and citation database and is able to track 

cited references.  Scopus provides access 

to:  journals, book series, trade publications, con-

ference proceedings, abstracts,   patent records and 

all Medline titles (Scopus and Medline content over-

laps by 100%).  

SBRC Database Features 

Clicking on the Principal Investigator’s name will 

open a listing of all their publications.  Citations 

not found in Scopus but through other data-

bases have been added however they will not be 

included in the citation analysis. 

A bibliography can be produced using the create 

bibliography button.  Choose from the list of 

styles to format the bibliography to your liking. 

Citations can be exported to your own Refworks 

account. 

Clicking on the  button will pro-

vide you with the full text of the article, if avail-

able, or with an option to request a document 

delivery from the library. 

Each folder contains an RSS feed.  Subscribe to 

the feed with your favorite feed reader and keep 

on top of new citations as they are added. 

A citation analysis file has been added as an at-

tachment for each investigator.    

 Look for: ñ2009-Citaion analysis foré.ò it will 

appear to the left of the View link as a paperclip. 

To view the attachment, click on the View link and 

then click on the paperclip thumbnail to open the 

attachment. (see figure 1). The citation analysis is 

presented in a table format. 

Citation Overview Table 

Scopus Citation Tracker analyzes citation 

counts for a particular author's references 

and creates a Citation Overview table. 

The Citation Overview table displays cita-

tion data for individual years and individual ar-

ticle titles. It also provides a total citation 

overview since 1996 and a subtotal for the 

date range that was specified, in this case 2005 

to present.  

The Citation Overview table can be exported 

from Scopus as a .csv file, a plain text file 

which stores spreadsheet information in a very 

simple format. 

 Scopus Citation counts are based on cited pri-

mary research and our RefWorks database reflects 

this criterion. If you wish to have a more inclusive 

list of your published work, including books and 

reviews, please e-mail us your complete references 

and we will add them to your RefWorks database. 

This added information will not affect the citation 

analysis data.

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 The first phase of PubMed Central 

(PMC) Canada is now available. The 

establishment of PMC Canada was an-

nounced in late September and is a 

result of a partnership between the 

Canadian Institutes of Health Re-

search (CIHR), the National Research 

Council’s Canada Institute for Scien-

tific and Technical Information (NRC-

CISTI), and the U.S. National Library 

of Medicine (NLM). 

 PMC Canada 

<pubmedcentralcanada.ca> is part of 

the larger PubMed Central Interna-

tional network, which presently in-

cludes PubMed Central (U.S.) and UK 

PubMed Central. The intention of this 

network is to provide a digital reposi-

tory of research publications that is 

freely available to anyone in the 

world. This initiative is example of an 

open access resource.  By establishing 

PMC Canada, CIHR has fulfilled their 

commitment to providing a repository such that 

CIHR funding recipients can meet the obligations in 

CIHR’s Policy to Access to Research Outputs.  In 

this policy, CIHR requires that funding recipients 

make their peer-reviewed publications be freely 

accessible online within six months of publication. 

In order to deposit articles in the reposi-

tory, CIHR researchers will need to have a 

PMC Canada account – to create an ac-

count, contact access@cihr-irsc.gc.ca. 

 The digital platform to locate and access 

publications includes a basic and advanced 

search function for PMC Canada as well as 

alphabetical index list to search the PMC 

Journals by title. The manuscript submis-

sion system is not yet available but is 

promised “later this year”.  

 This webpage is a little deceiving as you 

may assume that if you do a search in the 

search box, you are limited to strictly Cana-

dian publications or have that ability some-

how.  The reality is a little more disappoint-

ing.  Using “natural killer cells” and clicking 

Find Articles, the search is done in PubMed 

Central (which is expected) but the results, 

while they included PMC Canada articles, 

was not exclusive to PMC Canada (at right, 

see shaded area for PMC Canada citation) 

There does not appear to be any clear way 

to isolate only to those articles that have the PMC 

Canada designation. The advanced search option is 

just a link to the PMC search page.  I presume that 

the ability to isolate to only PMC Canada publica-

tions will be coming in a later iteration of the re-

pository.
