On May 4-6 the SAE Formula Hybrid Team 
took their new Hybrid Race Car to the 
international SAE Competition in New 
Hampshire for the very first time.  The 
University of Manitoba was one of only two 
Canadian schools to take part in the 
competition.  Out of 21 teams from around 
the world, the brand new U of M team 
placed 13th overall.  It is noteworthy that the 
team placed 8th in the Presentation category, 
demonstrating the high level of 
communication skills our students possess!  

 
 
On May 5-7 the SAE Mini Baja team took part in the 
international SAE Mini Baja competition in Portland, Oregon 
and had their best showing ever, placing 6th overall out of 77 
teams from around the world.   
It is noteworthy that the U of M team was the highest ranking

On March 6-8 the SAE Aero Design Team took 
their plane to the international SAE Aero Design 
West competition in California.  Out of 31 teams 
from around the world, the U of M Team placed

Out of 
91 teams from around the world, the U of M team placed 17th overall, beating U of T, 
Carleton, Western, Queen's, Guelph, Waterloo and Ryerson.  It is noteworthy that the  
U of M team placed 1st in the Cost Score competition, demonstrating the attention to 
budget detail and prudent spending our students have learned. 
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
